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Introduction

As with many software products, within BullCharts there are usually two or more ways to perform
specific operations — using a menu option, or a keyboard shortcut, or a Function key, or a mouse
operation such as scrolling with the mouse wheel.

This article in Brainy's series on BullCharts (number BC-05-050) provides a list of the useful keyboard
shortcut keys and mouse operations. Page 2 overleaf is intended to be a useful ongoing resource,
and is designed to be printed and kept beside the computer for ready reference while you work.

The current selection

It is important to note that in BullCharts there are potentially several different window panes or panels
that can be displayed at any one time, including:

- One or more price charts (which could be “maximised”, or tiled, or simply “arranged”).
« Each price chart might have one or more of the following displayed:

- the price pane,

+ the volume pane, and

- one or more indicator panes.

« The Control Panel (which comprises the Security Manager, the Scan Manager, the Search
tool, Layer Manager, Workspace Manager and Alert Manager).

For a number of the operations listed in the table below, you might need to firstly click the left-hand
mouse button once within the desired chart or pane to make it the selected and current object.

Selected objects

This note is regarding the various objects within price charts such as: the price (line, candle, etc.), an
indicator, or a drawn object (eg. trend line,
trend ruler, text, icon, etc.).
