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Introduction
When you view a price chart, with many charting software packages it is easy to quickly draw a trend
line on the chart, or drop a piece of text, or an icon like a little arrow, a number, or an icon symbol of a
pair of spectacles (indicating to “watch”), or a little bomb (for example).  And it is easy to then move on
to view the chart for another stock, and drop annotations on that chart.   (In this article I will  keep
referring to these various pieces of text, or lines or symbols as “annotations”.) 

Wouldn't it be great if the charting software you use will automatically remember your annotations on
each chart, so that when you go back to a given stock, all these lines and text and things are still
there?  And, wouldn't it be great if you could have an option so that you could draw a different set of
annotations for different time frames — ie. different for a daily chart versus a weekly or a monthly
chart.  And different for different intraday time frames (ie. 1-minute, 10-minutes, one-hour charts, etc.)?

Well, BullCharts can do all this automatically with the IntelliCharts feature.  And doing it for different
time frames is an optional setting.  And, if you don't want BullCharts to remember these annotations,
then you can easily turn the IntelliCharts feature off.  In this article in Brainy's series of BullCharts
articles, we take a good look at the BullCharts IntelliCharts feature.

Overview
What is “IntelliCharts”?  Well, when this feature is turned on, the actions described in the text below
will occur (refer to Figure 1 below).

In the sample in Figure 1, the elements that are displayed and automatically saved are: the moving
average indicator, several support lines, a circle, some arrow icons and a spectacle icon.

When you view a price chart (of a stock or index), and you add a text annotation, for example, or a
trendline or support line, etc., and then you view a different stock, and then you re-view the original
stock, the text and lines that you originally added are re-displayed.  That is, when you add these chart
elements to a chart, they are automatically saved in the background, and re-displayed later when you
view the same stock again.
