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Introduction
Nicolas Darvas was a professional dancer who made more than $2 million in the stock market over an 
18 month period while he toured the world dancing in the late 1950s.  He subsequently authored the 
best-selling book “How I Made $2,000,000 in the Stock Market”1 which has been re-printed a number 
of times.

This Article in Brainy's series on BullCharts, BC-27-100,  “Darvas Boxes and tools”,  describes the 
various tools that are available in BullCharts that are attributable to Nicolas Darvas and his strategies 
and writings.  These include a number of supplied scans as well as the Darvas Box indicator.
